 DISCUSSION
The proposal for the 211th’s contribution to the academy has been proposed. It consists of two things being added to the Twin Towers and Pentagon commemorative 1). Add lighting to the existing display which will consist of a beam shooting up from the center of the memorial and lights illuminating the tribute. 2). Adding a brick walkway from the building to include a walkway in the pentagon shape around the memorial. A certified electrician who will only charge for materials, no labor, will do the first contribution. The second is a much more personal addition as members of the 211th  who work in masonry on the side will do the work, a nice personal touch. Most sections that have discussed this seem favorable. However, we will need to determine the cost, vote and get the approval of the agency before we can proceed. We would like to finish this before we graduate as some may not return for some time.
