Harley Davidson Tour
A brave and hardy crew of 13 led by Tom Smith ventured to York, Pa. to gaze at the wonders of the “hog”

The team left sharply at 0530 hr. on Sunday 10/13. Or at some time near that. Was it cold? Yes! Was it dark? Yes! We then caravanned in a very loose fashion. Basically where did everyone go? Some vehicles made the mistake of following Ed Springer from San Francisco whose vehicle was copiloted by another Californian Dave Di Franco. It’s a wonder Ed found his way to Quantico. Oh well maybe it was his navigator. The team did cover the 140 plus miles and were fairly close to the estimated time of arrival.

You didn’t need to be a Harley enthusiast to enjoy this trip. The Harley Davidson’s York Vehicle Operations Center is the largest of the Harley facilities. It employs over 3,000 workers and covers more than 200 acres. The plant has over one millions square feet of covered space. Tom Smith made advanced reservations for our tour. This is required for groups of 10 or more. Security is very tight. Government photo id’s are required. D/Ls are OK. No knives, explosives, guns or cameras are allowed in the plant. You pass through a metal detector. After all this it’s easy. You are walked through the entire plant with the exception of the paint area. This is a true assembly line. You watch as an employee places a bare frame in an elevated-moving platform. Then the frame slowly moves along the line and ultimately emerges as a completed custom Harley. Each bike rolling off the line is a custom bike.

The parts fabrication was an eye opener. Most of the sheet metal parts are cold pressed into shape by huge stamp machines. Picture a flat sheet of steel being transformed into the teardrop shape of a Harley gas tank or a fender just using form-pressing machines. Some systems are automated but most are operated by hand. Tours are only Monday through Friday, 9 AM to 2 PM. Get there early to ensure and entry ticket. Admission is free. A fun time was had by all.
