The True NA. Experience
This letter was written to William Andrew, Unit Chief of the National Academy. The letter is submitted in its entirety:

It is Monday, the beginning of the second week here at the F.B.I.. National Academy and it already feels ike it has been months. I mean that in both a good way and a bad way. I arrived last Sunday mentally prepared for eleven long weeks away from my beautiful wife and precious daughter, while at the same time excited to live the National Academy experience. As I sat in the auditorium one week ago I listened to Tom Colombell talking about his 20+ years here in Quantico and the friendships he has developed. Intellectually I knew that 1 would learn a great deal during my stay here, however, I am somewhat skeptical by nature and did not immediately buy into the hype about the life-long relationships and the immediate bond each National Academy student shared. I also listened intently to his predictions that one or more of the N.A. students would suffer some family tragedy. I just selfishly hoped it would not be me. Last Wednesday after only two full days here, as I waited in the hail between classes, I heard Tom Colombell and Counselor John Huyler anxiously asking around for Jeff Hutchinson, and my heart sank. I knew that I hadn’t been here long enough to be getting into trouble so I knew something was wrong. It was then that I learned what being a part of the F.B.I. National Academy was all about.

I was directed to a phone and I called my wife who told me that we had just lost our baby in the third month of pregnancy. I cried as I sat on the phone helplessly listening to my wife break down on the other end. Outside the room the wheels of support were already turning, the entire team of counselors were scrambling to arrange the quickest and most convenient means for me to get home to my wife. Others were busy advising my roommate and instructors of what had happened to ensure that I would be up to speed with activities and assignments when I returned.

I was whisked away to the train station by Counselors John Huyler and Steven Rayfield to make sure I arrived home as quickly as possible. During the drive they

continually assured me that I had nothing to worry about in Quantico and reminded me to focus on my family. The day after arriving home I received phone calls from my roommate Andy Osterkamp and section 4 counselor Art Small offering condolences and letting us know that they were thinking about us. My wife and I were both comforted and impressed by the show of support.

When I returned I was met at the train station by my roommate Andy and suitemates Doug Kane and Mike Lashbrook. Now remember, I had only known these people for a few days and they drove and hour out and an hour back to pick me up. I was quite humbled by the gesture. Since getting back to the dorm and resuming classes I have been overwhelmed by the number of counselors and students, some of whom I had not even met yet, who have called me and approached me and offered help with classes, kind thoughts, and supportive comments. It was obvious that each was sincere and they are too numerous to mention, but I do remember each of them and I am eternally grateful.

If I learn nothing else during my eleven weeks here, I will still consider the experience a success. I have already witnessed valuable leadership qualities and acts of friendship, kindness and compassion that I will carry with me the rest of my life and I am a better man for it. I attribute that directly to the F.B.I. National Academy experience. I look forward to the next ten weeks and only hope that I can touch one life the way so many have touched mine.

Choong-Hwan Kim (or “Kim”), Senior Inspector, South Korean National Police

Kim’s younger child is a 5 year old boy who loves soccer and learned all the countries participating in the World Cup Soccer Tournament this past summer.
