Minor turf battles erupted and were quickly resolved with the knowledge that wasted time would mean more people would die.

John is thankful for the FB1NA Staff’s understanding and support when he needed to be away from the Academy. He is equally thankful for support, words of encouragement and investigative suggestions from his fellow classmates that were given not just with a professional interest, but also a personal passion to help.
